Blessed Mary Angela Truskowska, the Foundress of the Felician Sisters, also began some 
of her letters with words of thanks: “In the first place I thank our Lord and then you, 
Father, for permitting me yesterday to renew the two vows of chastity and obedience.”

Your 
generosity will make a difference for so many who are in need of support. The gifts 
gathered here will go out to the community to offer much needed items for individuals 
who require assistance.
